ACP Test Fishery Update: The South Sound chum run size has been downgraded from a pre-season
forecast of 309,573 to 288,063, based on a Week-45 ACP test fishery ISU regression model (r-square
value of 0.69). While the CPUE rebounded in week 44, it again fell well below the long-term average this

week, which is cause for concern. ACP test sets returned a below-average total catch, similar to week 45

of 2019, a year in which we had historically low escapement across South Sound.
