o Secondary consumer — Animal that eats other animals
Glue the pictures onto a piece of paper in the correct order of who eats whom
Label each plant or animal, and note if they are a producer, primary consumer, or
secondary consumer.

When you are finished with your food webs, answer these questions.

1) How are redband trout connected to their environment?

2) What would happen if a “consumer” were removed from your food web?

3) Why do you think knowing about food chains is important?
