WAC 220-352-245 - requires guides to fill out
logbooks for each guided trip. Data recorded:

 Date

e Guide license #

« Water body fished

e Customer angler WILD ID, paid or comped

e crew members WILD ID if fishing

e species encountered - life stage, hatchery vs wild

2019
 WAC 220-352-245 passed
* Guide Advisory Committee established
« Agency develops, tests and deploys reporting tools (mobile, web, paper)

2020
 January 2020 — rule goes into effect
e COVID guide restrictions in place
* Closures and fisheries restrictions in key guide fisheries
