Kokanee stocking would occur as needed to meet WDFW District 1 Fish Management goals for 
Marshall Lake.  Stocking may occur multiple times in a single year, and stocked fish size may vary.

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manage the wildlife and food fish, game fish, and shellfish in state waters and offshore 
waters” (Revised Code of Washington; RCW 77.04.12).  As the agency responsible for fish 
and wildlife management and propagation in Washington, WDFW has sole authority for 
obtaining fish and fertilized eggs (RCW 77.12.140), eradicating undesirable fish populations 
(RCW 77.12.420), and releasing (stocking) fish into waters of the State of Washington 
(Washington Administrative Code 220-450-010).

WDFW proposes to stock Kokanee in Marshall Lake beginning in 2024 to create and 
maintain a recreational fishery.  Marshall Lake has been stocked with fish since 1913, and is 
currently stocked by WDFW with Westslope Cutthroat Trout Oncorhynchus clarkii lewisi.  
Largemouth Bass Micropterus salmoides and Pumpkinseed Sunfish Lepomis gibbosus are 
also present as the result of illegal introductions.  The size and depth of the lake makes it a 
good candidate to support Kokanee, and the deep-water habitat preferred by Kokanee is 
not utilized by any of the species known to be present.  Kokanee have not previously been 
stocked in Marshall Lake, but appear to be an excellent fit both in terms of habitat and prey 
availability, and should provide a reliable fishery once established.  Natural reproduction 
may occur, but stocking may always be required to maintain the fishery. 

WDFW stocks Kokanee as fry (200 fish per pound; fpp) or fingerlings (60 fpp).  Marshall Lake 
will likely be stocked with fingerlings due to the presence of a predatory species 
(Largemouth Bass).  Annual plants of Kokanee in Northeastern Washington range from 
2,000 to 50,000, depending on a number of factors (including lake size, natural production, 
predation, harvest, etc.), but usually average about 300 fish per acre.  If fish are available, 
Marshall Lake could receive up to 60,000 fish annually due to it’s large size (e.g., 190 acres x 
300 fish/acre = 57,000 fish).

Marshall Lake is a large (190 acres), deep (> 90 feet) lake in southern Pend Oreille County.  
The lake is located approximately 6.5 miles northwest of Newport, WA on the east side of 
the Pend Oreille River.  Public access to the lake is available via foot or boat on the north 
and east shores and by car on the southwest side via a WDFW Access Area, which includes a 
gravel boat launch. 

Marshall Lake spans portions of T32N, R45E, Sections 14, 23, and 24, with the center of the 
lake located at 48.260376 N, -117.077882 W.
