This proposal is to begin stocking sterile Tiger Trout (2,000/year; 7-8 inches) into 12-acre 
Myron Lake (Yakima County) in September 2024 to provide a unique angling opportunity in 
the region.  If the initial stocking and survival are successful, and angler interest is sufficient, 
WDFW will continue to stock Tiger Trout in Myron Lake annually.  As these fish are sterile, 
they cannot reproduce in the wild which allows for significant density control through 
varying stocking numbers or eliminating stocking if the program is deemed unsuccessful.  
Myron Lake has a history of springtime catchable Rainbow Trout stocking with little 
carryover to larger sizes.  Additionally, Myron Lake has naturally reproduced nonnative 
warmwater fish species including bass and sunfish.  Seasonal stocking variation between 
Rainbow Trout and Tiger Trout will limit competition between the two species with 
Rainbow density significantly reduced over the spring and summer from angling pressure.  
Due to the piscivorous nature of Tiger Trout, available nonnative warmwater fish provide a 
substantial forage base which should allow for optimal Tiger Trout growth potential.

Yakima Transit serves the Myron Lake area with a scheduled bus stop approximately .4 
miles west of the Myron Lake Access Site.

Typically, 25-50% of parking spots can be occupied at any given time on weekdays, 
whereas 75-100% may be occupied at peak times on evenings, weekends, and holidays.  
Although the access site and the fishery are open year-round, peak use occurs during 
warmer periods in the spring, summer, and fall.  This usage equates to an estimated 
average of 10 vehicular trips per day.  There is no commercial vehicle traffic at the site.  
Source information is anecdotal from the Yakima Greenway and personal observation.
