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manage the wildlife and food fish, game fish, and shellfish in state waters and offshore 
waters” (Revised Code of Washington; RCW 77.04.12).  As the agency responsible for fish 
and wildlife management and propagation in Washington, WDFW has sole authority for 
obtaining fish and fertilized eggs (RCW 77.12.140), eradicating undesirable fish populations 
(RCW 77.12.420), and releasing (stocking) fish into waters of the State of Washington 
(Washington Administrative Code 220-450-010).

WDFW proposes to stock tiger trout in Upper Lead King Lake and Lower Lead King Lake 
beginning in 2024 to augment and enhance an established recreational fishery. 

The Lead King lakes have been stocked with fish since 1913, and are currently stocked 
annually by WDFW with Rainbow Trout Oncorhynchus mykiss and Westslope Cutthroat 
Trout O. Clarkii lewisi.  Illegally-introduced Pumpkinseed Sunfish Lepomis gibbosus are also 
present, and rapidly increasing in number.  The Lead King lakes were treated with rotenone 
in 2015 to remove illegally-introduced Northern Pike Esox lucius. 

Pumpkinseed Sunfish were present in the Lead King lakes in large numbers prior to the 2015 
rotenone treatment.  Following treatment, it was believed that all fish were successfully 
eradicated as subsequent annual eDNA and gill net surveys found no evidence of Northern 
Pike or Pumpkinseed Sunfish.  However, Pumpkinseed Sunfish were again detected in Lower 
Lead King Lake in 2019, and in the upper lake in 2020.  Pumpkinseed Sunfish compete with 
stocked juvenile trout for prey; since detection, Pumpkinseed Sunfish have proliferated in 
both lakes and negatively impacted growth and survival of salmonids.  WDFW shifted to 
stocking fingerling Westslope Cutthroat Trout in place of fry in 2023 due to extremely poor 
survival and recruitment of fry to catchable sizes. 

Whether Sunfish were eradicated by the rotenone treatment and illegally-reintroduced, or 
a few Sunfish found refuge and escaped the piscicide is unknown.  The Lead King lakes are 
located within an extensive swamp, greatly enlarged by a large beaver dam at the outlet of 
the lower lake.  Given the extensive amount of complex habitat and the profusion of 
Pumpkinseed Sunfish present prior to the 2015 treatment, it appears likely that a very few 
fish survived.  Numbers of Sunfish were at undetectable levels from 2016-2019, when the 
population again achieved detectable numbers. 

Tiger trout are a sterile hybrid between Brown Trout and Brook Trout, and are often 
piscivorous.  As an example, Miller (2010) reported regular consumption of Pumpkinseed 
Sunfish by tiger trout in Fish Lake (Spokane County).  WDFW proposes to stock tiger trout 
into the Lead King lakes on an annual basis to augment the current recreational fishery, but 
also to introduce a predator that will prey on Pumpkinseed Sunfish.  Reduction in the 
overall number of Sunfish should reduce inter-specific competition, resulting in better 
survival and growth for salmonids. 
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WDFW stocks tiger trout as spring fry (100 fish per pound; fpp) or fall fingerlings (20 fpp).  
The Lead King lakes may be stocked with either or both life stages of tiger trout, depending 
on survival and growth of stocked fish.  Annual plants of tiger trout in Northeastern 
Washington range from 1,500 to 15,000, depending on a number of factors (including lake 
size, predation, harvest, etc.), but usually not in densities more than 300 fish per acre.  If 
fish are available, the Lead King lakes could receive up to 3,000 fish annually (e.g., 10 acres x 
300 fish/acre = 3,000 fish).  Stocked fish would be split proportionally to surface area of the 
lakes (e.g., 60% into the upper lake, 40% into the lower lake).

The Lead King lakes are small, perennial lakes in north-western Pend Oreille County.  The 
lakes are located approximately 6.5 miles north of Metaline, WA.  Public access to the lake 
is available via Boundary Road on the east side of the lakes, with surrounding property 
owned by the United States Forest Service, logging companies, and other utilities that all 
allow public access to their lands. 

The Lead King lakes are located within portions of T40N, R43E, Sections 22 and 27, with the 
center of the surrounding wetland complex located at 48.94428 N, -117.35717 W.

Two small lakes, Upper Lead King Lake and Lower Lead King Lake, are located in 
northwestern Pend Oreille County within an approximately 45-acre wetland 
complex.  Area of the lakes is difficult to measure due to the extensive wetted area 
connected to each waterbody, but Upper Lead King Lake has about 4 acres of open 
water (no visible vegetation at the surface) with approximately 2 acres of open 
water in Lower Lead King Lake.  Both lakes are hydrologically connected to each 
other with surface flow occurring from north to south.  Lower Lead King Lake is 
intermittently drained by Everett Creek (to the Pend Oreille River) during periods of 
high water, but the outlet from Lower Lead King Lake is only seasonally connected to  
the Everett Creek drainage.

Hatchery-reared tiger trout would be stocked into each of the Lead King lakes.  
Stocking would occur via tank truck directly into each lake.

Follow Boundary Road 12.5 km to Lower Lead King Lake or 13 km to 
Upper Lead King Lake.  Lakes lie to the west of Boundary Road and can be accessed from 
Boundary Road pull-outs.  An unimproved access road for the BPA powerlines is present 
along the west side of the lakes and can be used by the public as access.  It joins 
Boundary Road from the left immediately north of Upper Lead King Lake.

However, Boundary Road provides access to a State Park 
(Crawford Caves), a popular boat launch and campground at Boundary Dam, and is the 
access road for the vast majority of traffic related to Boundary Dam and it’s operations.  
Due to the small size of the lakes, the present infrastructure, and the distance from 
large numbers of people (e.g., Spokane = 104 road miles), it is very unlikely that an 
increase in angler use will be large enough to result in adverse impacts.
