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Next Steps

1. Weather over past two weeks has
impacted catch making projections
through day 42 uncertain.

2. Fish ticket corrections add to the
uncertainty

3. Co-manager meeting with Quinault
scheduled for 3/18.




Fish ticket area reporting

1. WDFW is using EM to verify that catch areas
reported on fish tickets align with where
vessels are fishing.

2. There is a continued high volume of ticket
corrections.

3.  Majority of fish ticket corrections are catch not
being split between reporting areas correctly
(or at all).

4. If you are not fishing in 60A1, don't report
your catch in 60AT.
