WA State

guides to submit a 
logbook for every 
guided trip in 
Washington (including 
the Columbia River). 

• Goal of these logbooks 
is to collect biological 
data for fishery 
management and 
industry trend data.
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Current Columbia River

Observation
• Fall Zone 4-5 gillnet: last 

observed in 2017 (Aug – Sept 
fishery) and 2012 (Oct 
fishery).

• Fall Zone 1-3 tangle net: 
observed by both states at a 
goal of 2-4 days per week.

• Fall Emerging Commercial 
Fishery (ECF): 100% required 
observer coverage.

• Spring tangle net (2022): 
condition of fishing required 
cooperation with observers 
that resulted in 80% 
coverage

• There have been occasional 
Zone 4-5 voluntary 
observation efforts.

Voluntary logbooks
• Voluntary logbooks have 

been distributed to a core 
group of fishers since at 
least 2020 for all active 
fisheries (spring tangle net, 
fall gillnet, fall tangle net). 

• Low participation rate but 
valuable information, 
particularly for the fall 
tangle net as data 
represents a substantial 
proportion of the fishery
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Current Voluntary Logbooks
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Goals for Columbia River logbooks

1) Maintain and improves data set from past 
observation and logbook efforts.

2) Allows for an updated understanding (and/or 
confirmation) of handle rates regarding non-
target handle (e.g., steelhead, chum, over-sized 
sturgeon). 

• Recent reports such as PRC Selectivity presentation 
and WDFW C-3620 five-year review

• Potentially inform models used to estimate steelhead 
mortalities

• Staff will distribute draft rule for review.
• Could provide a meeting to review 

proposed rule prior to March 6.
• State law requires a public hearing for 

comment.
