* Washington State’s path to salmon
recovery creates jobs for local
communities. A $1 million investment
in watershed restoration directly
results in 15 to 24 new or sustained
jobsand has been shown tocreate
$2.2 million to $2.5 millionin total
economic activity.

» Eighty percent of grant money is
spent in the county where the project
is located, helping families and
businesses. Restoration projects
funded through the Salmon Recovery
Funding Board and Recreation and
Conservation Office have resulted in
thousands of jobs.

3. Addressing fish passage through a statewide protocol for
fish passage assessment and by hosting the Fish Barrier
Removal Board

4. Providing oversight of large-scale habitat restoration
projects and the Aquatic Species Restoration Plan in the
Chehalis basin
