Score of 3 — Nominated site(s) have at least 30% - 50% engineering design, cooperative
property owners, some site evaluation, cost estimations, have a designated project
manager/sponsor. Types of information we consider may include:

e Project could be implemented within 2 years of funding

Score of 4 — Nominated site(s) have between 50% - 99% engineering designs, all planning
completed, cooperative property owners, scoping nearly completed, comprehensive cost
estimates, and designated project manager/sponsor. Types of information we consider may
include:

e Permit applications are active

e Cultural resources are complete

e Project could be implemented within 1 year of funding

e Previously completed designs that will require extensive review
