• Over time inflation has eroded what can be supported by the program 

• Substantial reductions to the program started in the FY 2011 enacted budget 

• FY 2012 Budget Request proposed restoring Interjurisdictional Fisheries Grants to 
historical levels 

• FY 2013 requested zero, based on Congressional action in FY 2012  

• NOAA will continue support for Interstate Commission under the 3 Commission line 



Summary: Where Do We Go from 
Here? 

• From FY 2010 to FY 2013, NMFS has absorbed 
$127.9 million or 12.7% budget reduction  

• The full programmatic implications of these cuts 
are not yet fully understood 

• Need to build efficiencies through partnerships, 
emerging technologies, and strategic choices 

• Uncertainty of future budgets is a major 
challenge 
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
