Land Transaction  
Appraisal 

 Appraisal Required by RCW 8.26.180 
 
 “(2) Real property shall be appraised before the initiation of 

negotiations …” 
 

 “(3) The acquiring agency shall provide the owner of real 
property to be acquired with a written statement of … the amount 
it established as just compensation.”

 Appraisal Standards 
 
 Determined by funding source 

 
 State funds require the Uniform Standards of Professional 

Appraisal Practice, referred to a USPAP 
 

  Federal funds require Uniform Standards for Federal Land 
Acquisition, referred to as “yellow book”
