• 9,300+ AUM’s (measure of forage, not animals) 
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    Purpose of Review 

WDFW is conducting a programmatic 

review of its grazing policies and practices 

to ensure that the agency’s grazing program 

on department lands is consistent with 

WDFW’s mission and strategic goals.  
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The purpose of this review is to create a grazing 

program on WDFW lands that: 
 

• Protects and perpetuates fish, wildlife and ecosystems, 

through internal review, monitoring, and adaptive 

management 

• Reflects the WDFW value of maintaining working lands 

(protect community character and promote economic 

activity) 

• Complies with state and federal law, Commission policy, 

and legal agreements 

• Is clear, consistent and managed efficiently and consistently 

through a defined internal review and approval process

• Evaluates new potential grazing on WDFW lands 

• Evaluates new or existing grazing on proposed land 

acquisition 

• Uses decision criteria to evaluate: 

 Consistency with mission and strategic plan 

− Improve ecological integrity or habitat for 

target species 

− Promote economic activity or support 

community character 

• Consistency with acquisition fund source 

• Potential environmental and species risks 

• Implementation requirements and costs
