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Background:
Department staff will provide the Commission with an overview of cougar biology. This briefing will
focus on research findings in Washington and how we use that information to manage.

Several studies spanning decades have been conducted on cougars in Washington. These studies
looked at multiple factors that impact cougar population dynamics. Two pivotal pieces of
information were gained from these studies, density and population growth rate. These allow us to
develop hunting guidelines for cougars that maintain a stable population and preserve an older age
structure on the landscape.
