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WAC Requirement

e Currently 45 listed species

« WAC 232-12-297 requires that we review
the status of listed species every five
years to determine if they require:

— Uplisting (e.g., sensitive to endangered)

— Downlisting (e.g., endangered to threatened)
— Delisting (i.e., removal from list)

— No change In status



As Defined by WAC 232-12-297

“seriously threatened with extinction
throughout all or a significant portion of its range within the
state”

2) Threatened: “likely to become an endangered species within
the foreseeable future throughout a significant portion of its
range within the state without cooperative management or
removal of threats”

3) Sensitive: “vulnerable or declining and is
likely to become endangered or threatened
In a significant portion of its range within
the state without cooperative management
or removal of threats”

4) None of the above: does not need to be
listed
