8. Calculation of Actual Costs of Producing Copies of Public Records – Briefing, Public 
Hearing and Decision 
Bill Falling, Intergovernmental Coordinator, and Scott Bird, Rules Coordinator briefed the Commission 
on the new rule to address the legal permission to charge the public for requested copies of agency 
documents based on 2017 legislation.

Commissioner Carpenter moved to approve the amendments of WAC 220-120-020, 040, 050, 
060, 070, and 080 as presented by staff seconded by Commissioner Kehoe.  Motion passed.   
 
9. Coastal Commercial Ocean Pink Shrimp LED Fishing Lights – Briefing and Public Hearing 
Lorna Wargo, Coastal Marine Fish Science Manager and Dan Ayres, Coastal Shellfish Manager 
provided the Commission with a briefing on a proposal to amend WAC 222-340-500 requiring the use 
of light emitting diode (LED) fishing lights on nets to mitigate euchalon bycatch by vessels 
participating in the Washington coastal commercial ocean pink shrimp trawl fishery. 
 
Erin Kincaid provided testimony in support. 
 
10. Lower Columbia River Sturgeon Population Annual Review Policy – Briefing and Public 
Hearing 
Laura Heironimus, Fish and Wildlife Biologist, and Cindy LeFleur, Columbia River Federal Policy 
Program Coordinator, provided the Commission with an annual review briefing on lower Columbia 
River sturgeon, as stipulated in policy C-3001 and discussed plans for 2018 fisheries.

Commissioner McIsaac recommended the following guidance to staff, which was approved by 
consensus of the Commission:  

1. The Acting Director be delegated responsibility for negotiating with the Oregon Department 

of Fish and Wildlife Director to achieve concurrent regulations for a retention season with 

approximately the same quota as 2017, and with essentially the same management 

features as 2017, with the exception of timing an initial season in the estuary during the 

second half of May, and  
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2. The staff work with their colleagues in the State of Oregon and with the participation of the 

Columbia River Sport and Commercial Advisory Bodies and provide a draft update of Policy 

C-3001 for the period 2019-23, for Commission consideration at the November or 

December, 2018 Commission meeting. 

 
11. Clarifying the Limits of Keeping Salmon for Personal use during an Open Commercial 
Fishery - Briefing and Public Hearing 
Mike Cenci, Deputy Chief, Enforcement briefed the Commission on the need to adopt a permanent 
rule to clarify the limits around keeping salmon for personal use during an open commercial fishery.
