Background

e The commission adopted a rule in 2014 that restricts the
transport of elk hooves from those GMUs where treponeme-
associated hoof disease (TAHD) has been confirmed in elk.

 The intention of the rule is to reduce the potential for
spreading TAHD to new locations.

e The Department is continually testing suspect animals with a
focus on new locations.

e Suspect animals from two new locations have been collected
and tested.

e Laboratory results from Colorado State University confirmed
TAHD in one additional GMU, near the border of two other
GMUs.

e Add four additional GMUs where transport of hooves
from harvested elk would be restricted.
