— Adjustment aligns with WAC 220-640-200 by providing
consistency in treatment of deleterious exotic wildlife
species (e.g. mute swan)

Existing language caused confusion as well as concerns for animal welfare
This requirement was implied in the existing rule but was not explicit which is demonstrated by the comments we received.  Most of the commenters thought we were making the rule more restrictive.

Public comment: 2 supported stating more clearly written; with one of these suggesting 12 hour checks. The 4 opposing were as follows: 1 suggested no change, 1 suggested not to make things harder for users and allow more opportunities , 2 suggested alternate windows of time 36 hours and 48 hours respectively.

The proposal is not changing the window of time that live capture traps must be checked but rather clarifying that it occurs every 24 hours
