The shooter exited the vehicle while the
passenger remained seated inside, stood on the driver’s
side with his door open and used a .30-06 rifle to fire
across the roofline at the grouse, striking the passenger

with bullet and metal fragments.

The shot hit the duck—but also struck a
non-hunting person 145 yards away on the shore with a
pellet in the neck and a pellet bruise to the chest. Other

pellets caused $1,500 in damage to a motor home and
$1,000 in vehicle damage. The shooter was charged with

reckless endangerment. Members of the hunting party

had been drinking but it was unclear whether they had
been drinking before the incident took place.

(some 50 feet away) in the face and one eye. The shooter
was charged with hunting after hours.
